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outline:

The content of the course will mainly discuss the objects and goals of guided tours, introduce the
principles and practical methods of tour interpretation, an introduction to professional museum
interpretation, understand the role of professional interpreters in the tour, understand relevant laws and
regulations in my country, and the skills and techniques of modern tour interpretation. technology, etc.
Through the study of this course, we will conduct face-to-face tours with tourists. On the one hand, we
hope to make students think deeply about the relationship between tour guides and human society and
culture; on the other hand, we hope to increase students' interest in cultural heritage and maritime
museums. and understanding, making the guided tour a channel for students’ future professional
development, self-learning or life and leisure.
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
