subject-verb agreement; adjectives (including participles and superlatives); modals; pronouns (including
possessives); demonstratives and clauses (e.g. adjective and conditional clauses). Vocabulary focus:
personal information and preferences, activities and experiences, appearance and personality, natural
environment and disasters, etc.
