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outline:

This course centers on the concept of soundscape, integrating the aesthetics of classical music with the
sonic environment of the Liudui Hakka settlements to explore how sound shapes cultural memory,
emotional perception, and spatial identity. It covers five key research domains: auditory perception,
cultural soundscapes, acoustic ecology, psycho-social impact, and spatial planning. Drawing on media
theory and Taiwan’ s local sound cultures, the course adopts an interdisciplinary approach to analyze
sound as a multifaceted cultural, musical, and social phenomenon. Students will engage in listening
exercises, field recordings, and sound analysis to investigate the sonic environments of both urban and
rural Taiwan. Using the Hakka landscape as a creative foundation, they will design “ soundscape
postcards” as a form of cultural innovation, cultivating sensitivity to sound culture, critical thinking, and
a deeper understanding of Hakka heritage through creative application.
