This course introduces the taxonomy, morphological characteristics, life cycles, and major diseases caused
by plant pathogenic fungi. Topics include Basidiomycota, Ascomycota, Deuteromycota (imperfect fungi),
and Oomycetes, etc. Students will study the major groups of plant pathogenic fungi and further explore
related topics such as mycotoxins, biological control, and fungal genetics. The course integrates lectures
and case studies to strengthen students’ professional knowledge and practical skills in plant disease
diagnosis and management.
